b. Licenses and permits. The successful bidder shall obtain all required licenses and permits, in
accordance with applicable state and local codes, necessary to render the specified service(s), and
shall pay any fees therefor, including but not limited to: trade and/or contactor licenses; state,
county and/or city business licenses; and construction and/or building permits.
